Her 

mother starts the consultation by saying she wants you 

to do a drug test on her daughter. When you ask for 

more of the story she says the girlôs behaviour has 

changed recently. She is acting secretively, stays in her 

room. She can hear her talking on her phone, sometimes 

late at night. She has been tearful but when asked 

whatôs wrong tells her mum to leave her alone. Mum 

says she has been missing meals and coming home 

later than agreed and sometimes mother thinks sheôs 

drugged up and drinking.

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üA 14 year old Kenyan girl comes to your GP 

practice, complaining of having long periods. 

She is there with her mother who doesn't speak 

any English. On questioning, she has a normal 4 

week cycle of which menstruation lasts for 2 

weeks. She adds that her period pains have 

been unbearable lately. When you suggest 

examining her and she informs her mother, both 

she and her mother become agitated and 

distressed. Her mother tells you through her that 

she doesnôt want her daughter examined.
